Minutes for August 11, 2009


Members of the SHAC met in the Refugio Elementary School @ 6:00 pm in the teachers’ workroom. The meeting was called to order. We discussed approaching the PTA with the possibility of purchasing a booklet to give to parents. “ The Pediatric After-Hours—Non-Life and Death –Almost an Emergency” booklet.  It is a 20 page resource that is available in both English and colloquial Spanish. Its purpose is to provide sound medical information to help parents make appropriate decisions for their children in the middle of the night and on weekends whenever their primary health care provider is not available. The reading level is at 4.2. The cost is reasonable at $1.00 per copy.  This booklet has proven to serve many purposes to many audiences.  Parents and schools want children to be in school.  Parents want to be confident and knowledgeable so that they can make the best decisions for their children.  To keep children from losing educational time and to build more confident parents, parents need to know how to handle common medical problems. This booklet does just that. It has simple, specific, and direct answers.

The PTA will be approached about purchasing approximately 300 books. They may choose to hand out one to each family at an event, mail one to each family, or distribute one during the school day.


Occasionally, children have accidents during the school day. When this occurs, it is helpful to have clothes on hand to use if their parent has not brought clothes. The nurse is requesting outgrown, unused clothes to keep on hand.
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
